
Lunar Maria



Have you ever looked up at the moon and noticed the large, dark spots on its surface? 
During the formation of the moon, volcanic activity spewed large amounts of lava that 
formed lava beds.  These lava beds eventually cooled and solidified and left their 
fingerprint as the large, dark spots called Maria (Latin for seas).  The most famous of 
the seas is the Sea of Tranquility, the landing site for Apollo 11.
